3. PHARMACEUTICAL FORM

Suspension for injection.

Vaccine appearance is a pale milky pink liquia which should be free from solid particles.

4. CLINICAL PARTICULARS

4.1 Target species

Cats.

4.2 Indications for use, spctifying the target species

For the active immunisztign of healthy cats 9 weeks or older against feline panleucopenia and feline leukaemia
viruses and against(respiratory diseases caused by feline rhinotracheitis virus, feline calicivirus and
Chlamydophila félis.

4.3 Cortrainaications

None.

44&=Special warnings for each target species

Vaccination does not affect the course of feline leukaemia virus (FeLV) infection in cats already infected with
FeLV at the time of vaccination, implying that such cats will excrete FeL'V irrespective of vaccination;
consequently, these animals will constitute a hazard to susceptible cats in their environment. It is therefore

recommended that cats with a significant risk of having been exposed to FeLV be tested for FeLV antigen prior
to vaccination. Test negative animals can be vaccinated, while test-positive cats should be isolated from other



cats and retested within 1-2 months. Cats positive at the second testing should be considered as being
permanently infected with FeL'V and should be handled accordingly. Cats negative at second testing can be
vaccinated since, in all likelihood, they have overcome the FeLLV infection.

4.5 Special precautions for use

Special precautions for use in animals

In case of anaphylactoid reaction, adrenaline should be administered intramuscularly.
Vaccination of FeLV positive cats is of no benefit. See section 4.4 for further details.

Special precautions to be taken by the person administering the veterinary medicinal piodict to animals

To the user:

This veterinary medicinal product contains mineral oil. Accidental injection/self=injcction may result in severe
pain and swelling, particularly if injected into a joint or finger, and in rare casesseould result in the loss of the
affected finger if prompt medical attention is not given. If you are accidentallyinjected with this veterinary
medicinal product, seek prompt medical advice even if only a very smal! amount is injected and take the
package leaflet with you. If pain persists for more than 12 hours after medical examination, seek medical
advice again.

To the physician:

This veterinary medicinal product contains mineral oil. Even 1£small amounts have been injected, accidental
injection with this product can cause intense swelling, whi¢h 1hay, for example, result in ischaemic necrosis
and even the loss of a digit. Expert, PROMPT, surgical atiantion is required and may necessitate early incision
and irrigation of the injected area, especially where there is involvement of finger pulp or tendon.

4.6  Adverse reactions (frequency and seriougnuss)

Vaccinated cats may develop post-vaccinal t¥actions including transient fever, vomiting, anorexia and/or
depression which usually disappear within 24 hours.

A local reaction with swelling, pain, pruditis or hair loss at the injection site may be observed.

Anaphylactic reactions with oederidypruritus, respiratory and cardiac distress, severe gastrointestinal signs
(including haematemesis and hatnierrhagic diarrhoea) or shock have been seen during the first hours after
vaccination in very rare caseg=Sce section 4.5 for guidance about treatment.

The frequency of adverse reactions is defined using the following convention:

- very common (more/ijn 1 in 10 animals treated displaying adverse reaction(s))

- common (more than 14kt less than 10 animals in 100 animals treated)

- uncommon (moréithati 1 but less than 10 animals in 1,000 animals treated)

- rare (more thaz "yut less than 10 animals in 10,000 animals treated)

- very rare (fesssthan 1 animal in 10,000 animals treated, including isolated reports).

4.7 Use'dw'ng pregnancy, lactation or lay

Pregnancy:
Thesafety of the vaccine in pregnant queens has not been investigated. Vaccination of pregnant queens is not
recommended.



4.8 Interaction with other medicinal products and other forms of interaction

No information is available on the safety and efficacy of this vaccine when used with any other veterinary
medicinal product. A decision to use this vaccine before or after any other veterinary medicinal product
therefore needs to be decided on a case by case basis.

4.9 Amounts to be administered and administration route

The contents of the single dose syringe should be shaken well and administered aseptically bizgtibcutaneous

o

injection. When administering the product, care must be taken to attach the enclosed steril¢ riaedle aseptically
to the syringe before use.

Basic vaccination of cats 9 weeks and older: two doses at an interval of 3 to 4 wedkss. An additional dose is
recommended for kittens living in high-risk FeL'V environments whose first dosy{wasradministered before 12
weeks of age.

Revaccination: one vaccination annually.

4.10 Overdose (symptoms, emergency procedures, antidotes), if necessary

No undesirable effects other than those observed and mentioned in scution 4.6 “Adverse reactions” have been
observed.

4.11 Withdrawal period(s)

Fevaxyn Pentofel stimulates the azvelopment of active immunity against feline panleucopenia virus, feline
rhinotracheitis virus, feline calitivirus, Chlamydophila felis and feline leukaemia virus.
